Indexing and promoting indigenous approaches in the service of equity-centered evaluation (July 2022-December 2023). 

1. Rationale

· EvalIndigenous has identified that prevailing evaluation systems (i.e., funders, evaluators and practices) fail to reflect indigenous evaluation. Rarely are Indigenous evaluators and their approaches used, rather the mainstream remains driven by hegemonic western practice, methodological dogma and money.

· There is a very limited awareness in the development aid community of indigenous evaluators, who they are, the approaches they use and how communities make decisions. Although perhaps not called evaluators in the world of development evaluation, indigenous people do very important evaluation work in their communities.
